HOW TO CHANGE THE TEMPERATURE SETTING: 
  ** This unit is calibrated for 95° Fahrenheit. 

1. You will need a regular thermometer, an empty cup, and a meter to check continuity. 

2. Mix hot & cold water in the cup until the thermometer shows the desire temperature you want for the enclosure. 

3. Put the smooth plain end (NOT THE THREADED END) of the adjustable thermostat into the water and check for 
continuity across the leads. 

4. Adjust the screw clockwise (Very Slightly) until switching occurs. The thermostat will now be set to actuate at 
the temperature of the water. 

5. Thermostat may be subject to a small amount of set point drift after a few cycles under load due to relaxation of 
stress and other factors. Check the set point and readjust if required after approximately 100 cycles under load.
